Family Support

The Huron County Baby Pantry is open on the second and fourth Wednesday of each month (unless there is a
holiday) from 11 a.m. to 5 p.m. The Baby Pantry is located at 111 N. Hanselman St. in Bad Axe. They offer
clothes, diapers, formula, food, and other baby supplies free of charge.

Pregnant and Postpartum women and children under the age of five can participate in the WIC program through
the Huron County Health Department. Those families that are eligible for the WIC program can receive food
benefits of milk, cheese, eggs, cereals, peanut butter, dried beans or peas, fruit or vegetable juices, and whole
grain breads or tortillas. Women who exclusively breastfeed their babies can receive extra food such as canned
tuna.
